This Letter of Intent is to advise you that New York Integrated Network for Persons with Developmental Disabilities
(“NYIN”) intends to submit an application to become a DISCO upon release of the final Request for Applications
(“RFA”) by the Officefor People with Developmental Disabilities (“OPWDD”).

Structure of NYINand Board Membership

On June 5, 2012, NYIN was formed as a Type B New York not-for-profit incorporation under Section 402 of the
New York State Not-For-Profit Corporation Law. NYIN represents the joint initiative of six leading agencies that
have a long history of providing individualized care coordination and long-term supports and services to individuals
with developmental and intellectual disabilities, either directly or through their member organizations, across the
metropolitan New York City, Long Island and Mid-Hudson regions.
